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As the state’s chief financial officer, I am charged with monitoring the economic health of our state and

its regions. The state of Texas has 12 economic regions including the High Plains Region.

The 41-county High Plains Region covers about 39,500 square miles in north Texas, stretching from the
Oklahoma state line on the the east and north, to the New Mexico state line on the west, to the Lubbock
metro area on the south. Below we examine demographic and
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economic statistics that influence the region’s economy.
